- Commencement 23 “In the 18th year of King Josiah this Passover was held before the LORD in Jerusalem.”

- Conviction 24 “Josiah put away those who consulted mediums and spiritists, the household gods and
idols, all the abominations that were seen in the land of Judah and in Jerusalem, that he might perform
the words of the law ... written in the book that Hilkiah the priest found in the house of the LORD.”

- Comparison 25 Before him there was no king like him, who turned to the LORD with all his heart, with all his
soul, and with all his might, according to all the Law of Moses; nor after him did any arise like him.”

21 And they “ate together with all who had
separated themselves from the filth of the nations of the land in order to seek the LORD God of
Israel. 22 And they kept the Feast of Unleavened Bread seven days with joy; for the LORD made
them joyful, and turned the heart of the king of Assyria toward them, to strengthen their hands in
the work of the house of God, the God of Israel.”

/. PP 273 “they were singled out to be the depositaries of His law” ... “God is long-suffering and plenteous
in mercy. He has a tender care for the beings formed in His image. ... but the nation had stubbornly resisted
the divine command, and now the final blow was about to fall.” = SDAs! (5T 381 1885)
